(Product:  TRAINING) The experience of c2c can intervene in the formal procedure of training and of connection with the local foundings, counting upon the already available net.

For the school: Scholastic directors (inclusive institutes, including also Permanent Territorial Centers) and with union agencies; 
For the services: the editors-in-chief and union agencies; bodies of police/assigned military policemen, because it’s necessary that the operators will be able to give certain and unambiguous informations.
